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How to use Reading Eggs from a tablet or phone:

1. Download the Reading Eggs app to your device.
2. Logonto Reading Eggs using your child’s log in details. If you cannot find these, email your child’s

class teacher.
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3. Once you have logged in the screen looks like this. Click on Reading Eggs.
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4. Click on this button:
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5. The screen will now look like this:
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6. You need to click on the next lesson, this will be highlighted on the map.

7. This will load up a lesson for your child. Your child will need to complete a minimum of 15 minutes
a day on Reading Eggs. Teachers can monitor how much time your child is spending on Reading
Eggs and this is how they will record attendance for Friday.
