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For a homework project, you can make an Islamic artefact by creating geometric patterns or a calligraphy piece, building a model of a mosque, or crafting a "rehal" (a stand for the Quran). To make a calligraphy artwork, you can trace Arabic calligraphy onto cardstock, outline it with glue, and then color it with chalk once the glue is dry.  
Geometric pattern artwork
· Research: Look up examples of Islamic geometric patterns used in mosques and other art.
· Create: Draw a repeating geometric pattern on paper. You can use a ruler for precision or draw a more freehand design.
· Decorate: Color your pattern using colored pencils, markers, or paint. 
Calligraphy project
· Research: Choose a phrase in Arabic, such as a quote or a verse from the Quran. 
· Create:
· Draw or print the calligraphy design onto your cardstock. 
· Trace the lines of the calligraphy with glue. 
· Once the glue is dry, use chalk to color the design. You can smudge the chalk to create a blended effect. 
· Alternative: Create a "Tughra"-inspired design by merging the letters of your name into a single, cohesive design, as shown by Art Class Curator. 
Model of a mosque
· Research: Look at images of different mosques to choose a style.
· Build: Use materials like cardboard, paper, or clay to construct a model of a mosque, including its dome and minarets.
· Decorate: Add details with paint, paper, or other craft supplies. 
Rehal (Quran stand)
· Research: Look up pictures of a rehal, a folding wooden stand used to hold the Quran.
· Build:
· Cut out pieces of wood or sturdy cardboard to create the base and sides of the stand.
· Join the pieces together with glue or small nails to create a folding stand.
· Decorate: You can paint the rehal or add carved designs and patterns
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
